ACTS 27:13-29 

 

INTRODUCTION: 

An anchor is a reliable and main support.  Anchors bring safety to travelers on ships being 

rocked by storms.  Anchors root us deeply in a sure foundation.  An anchor was an easy symbol 

of Christianity because an anchor brings security and stability.  

 

Spiritual Anchors that will help us safely through the Storms of Life: 

 

I. The Spiritual Anchor of God (vv. 23-24) 

A. God is present in the midst of the storms of life.  

B. Our (Believers) position in God is an Anchor (v. 23b) 

 

II. The Spiritual Anchor of the Word of God 

A. The Word of God Leads to Joy  

B. The Word of God Keeps us from Sinning 

C. The Word of God offers Free Counseling (Ps 119:24) 

 

III. The Spiritual Anchor of Prayer (v. 25) 

Prayer is the Christian Speaking to God 

Continue to believe is God in the midst of the storm. 

 

IV. The Spiritual Anchor of Providence (v. 24) 

The Providence of God is the Christian doctrine that God is the Creator of Heaven and Earth 

and that all that occurs in the universe is under His Sovereign Control.
