INTRODUCTION: 

Christ’s return is often referred to as the Second Coming. Christ promised to return to 

receive those who believe in Him – as the only Savior.  

 

o “Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, 

but by me (John 14:6).

C. Christ will Return Victoriously (Jude 14; 1 John 2:22; 1 John 4:3; 2 John 7) 

 

IV. THE PREPARATION FOR CHRIST’S RETURN 

A. Everyone Needs to Prepare for Christ’s Return (Matt 25:1-13; 2 Cor 6:2) 

B. Christians are to Live Godly While Waiting for Christ to Return (1 Thess 5:22; Titus 

2:12-13) 

C. Christians Should Work with Zeal until Christ’s Return (Mark 16:15)
