
THE LANDMARK OF CHRIST’S ATONEMENT  

Romans 5:1-11 

 

INTRODUCTION: 

A. A landmark served as a property line or boundary. A landmark could not be removed 

without incurring the severe displeasure of God. To move a landmark, was considered 

stealing from one’s neighbor – sinning against God. 

o “Thou shalt not remove thy neighbour's landmark, which they of old time have set in thine 

inheritance, which thou shalt inherit in the land that the Lord thy God giveth thee to possess 

it (Deut 19:14).

A. Believers are “Justified Freely” (v. 24)

C. “Forgiveness of Sin” (v. 7) – The result or Fruit of Redemption (Ps 32:1; Col 1:14)

III. THE DEATH OF JESUS PURCHASED OUR RECONCILIATION (Rom 5:10; Eph 

2:11-13) 

A. We Were at War with God and Needed Reconciliation (Rom 5:6. 8, 10) 

B. We Are Reconciled To God (Eph 2:3, 11-15; 1 John 1:3; Rom 5:10-11; Isa 59:2; 2 Cor 

5:18). 

 

IV. THE DEATH OF JESUS PURCHASED OUR SUBSTITUTION (Rom 5:18) 

A. Christ Died in Our Place When He Was Crucified on the Cross (2 Cor 5:21) 

B. Jesus is our Substitute (John 10:17-18; 15:13) 

C. Isaiah 53:5  

D. Christ became our Substitute by dying, not by living.  

 

CONCLUSION: 

A. In Jesus Christ, We are Justified, We are Redeemed, We are Reconciled and He is Our 

Substitute.
