
NO OTHER GOSPEL 

Galatians 1:6-10 

 

INTRODUCTION: 

There is only One True Gospel which is the Gospel of Jesus Christ. The True Gospel 

declares Salvation by Grace Alone, through Faith Alone, and in Christ Alone.  

 

o “3 For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died 

for our sins according to the scriptures; 4 And that he was buried, and that he rose 

again the third day according to the scriptures” (1 Cor 15:3-4). 

 

In this message we will review the Dangers of Another Gospel: (1) Desertion From God, (2) 

Perversion of the Gospel of Christ; and (3) Condemnation by the Lord.

(Hell).
